British Fencing require that all Clubs, Counties, Regions and Events should record the name, address and reason of any spectator who wishes to photograph and record any activities, in particular video, zoom or close range photography.

The organisers of this event therefore require that any person wishing to engage in any photography or video must register their details with staff either at the entry desk, DT or other allocated area, before carrying out any such photography.

Before any photographs are taken of a minor permission should be sought from the minor and their parent/guardian. 

Flash Photography is banned while fencing is taking place and all photographers should ensure that their actions are not intrusive to the participants.

The organisers reserve the right of entry to this event and reserve the right to decline entry to any person unable to meet or abide by the organiser’s conditions or are deemed to be behaving inappropriately.
